arastirmanin amacini olusturmaktadir. Arastirma ilkdgretim 4-5. Sinif 6gretmenlerinin Sosyal Bilgiler ders
programina iliskin goruslerini almaya yonelik betimsel igerikli bir ¢calismadir. Arastirmada veriler 40 sorudan
olusan anket yoluyla elde edilmistir. Arastirma Bolu Merkez ilgede 23 ilkdgretim okulunda 4.-5. Siniflarinda
ogretmenlik yapan 114 6gretmene uygulanmistir. Arastirmada kullanilan ankette programin kazanim, igerik,
egitim durumlari ve degerlendirme boyutlarina iliskin sorular sorulmustur. Sosyal bilgiler ders programina iliskin
ogretmenlerin gorislerinde cinsiyet, okuttuklari sinif, hizmet ici egitim degiskenine gore fark bulunmamistir.
Ancak kidem ve mezuniyet durumuna gore gorisleri arasinda anlaml fark bulunmustur.
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THE EVALUATION OF 4-5 SOCIAL STUDIES CURRIICULUM ACCORDING
TO TEACHERS’ OPINIONS

Abstract

The aim of this study is to find out the evaluation of the 4th and 5th grade social studies curriculum according
to the teachers’ opinions using descriptice statistics methods. The data of the research was obtained with a
scale which was mede up of 40 items. 114 teachers working at 4th and 5th grade at 23 elemantary schools in
the center of Bolu participated in the research. The scale used in the research consists of questions about the
curriculum’s acquisition, content, educational conditions and evaluation dimensions. According to the study
results, no significant difference was found between teachers’ opinions and teachers’ gender, class, and in
service training variables. However, a significant difference was found between teachers’ opinions and
teachers’ length of service and educational states.
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
