Gestalt Kuramina gore; algiyr 6rgitlemedeki
yardimcl ilkeler soyledir; Sekil-zemin iliskisi, Yakinlik yasasi, Tamamlama yasasi, Benzerlik yasasi, Sureklilik
yasasidir. Cevreyi algilama ve analiz etme siirecinde dnemli bir kavram olarak ortaya ¢ikan algi, ‘nesnel diinyayi
duyular yolu ile 6znel bilince aktarma biciminde tanimlanmaktadir. Algilama, bir organizmanin gereksinimlerini
karsilamak icin ¢evresel bilgileri bir yontemle elde etmek sireci olarak distnulebilir. Bu anlamda tarama
yontemiyle hazirlanmis literatiir ¢alismamizda o©ncelikle algi, algilama, alglyi etkileyen faktorler ve algi
yaklasimlarinin ardindan gorsel algi konusuna deginilmistir.

Abstract

The concept of Gestalt, which was put forward by German and Australian psychologists in 1900s, basically
studies how human eyes organize and perceive visual experience. According to Gestalt Theory, the principles
organizing perception is as follows; multistability, law of proximity, law of closure, law of similarity, law of
continuity. Perception, which is an important concept in the process of perceiving and anlyzing, is defined as
transfering objects into subjective conscious through senses. Perceiving can be considered as a process in
which an organism obtains environmental information to meet the needs. In this sense; perception, factors
affecting perception, different approaches to perception and visual perception are dealt with.
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
