Bu galismanin amaci 6gretmen adaylarinin genel 6z-yeterlik inanglarini yas, cinsiyet, sinif ve bolim degiskenleri
agisindan incelemektir. Tarama modelinin kullanildigi bu g¢alismada, arastirma grubunu Abant izzet Baysal
Universitesi Egitim Fakiiltesinde d6grenim gérmekte olan 117 6gretmen adayi olusturmaktadir. Calismada veri
toplama araci olarak Sherer ve arkadaslar (1982) tarafindan gelistirilen Yildirim ve ilhan (2010) tarafindan Tiirk
kiiltiiriine uyarlanan Genel Oz Yeterlik Olgegi (GOYO) kullaniimistir ve nicel veriler 2012-2013 &gretim yili giiz
déneminde toplanmistir. Verilerin analizinde bagimsiz orneklemler i¢in t testi ve Kruskal Wallis H-Testi
kullanilmistir. Arastirma sonucunda 6gretmen adaylarinin genel 6z-yeterlilik inanclarinin cinsiyet, yas, sinif ve
bolim degiskenleri agisindan anlamh sekilde farklihk gdéstermedigi sonucuna ulasiimistir.
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ANALYSIS OF THE PRE-SERVICE TEACHERS' GENERAL SELF-ESTEEM BELIEFS

Abstract

Purpose of this study is to analyse pre-service teachers' general sef-esteem beliefs in terms of age, sex, class
and department variables. In this survey model used study, research group consists of 117 pre-service teachers
studying in AiBU Education Faculty. In this study General Self-Esteem Scale (GSES) which is developed by Sherer
and his friends (1982) and adapted into Turkish culture by Yildirim and ilhan (2010) is used as a data collecting
appliance. And quantitative datas are collected 2012-2013 academic year fall semester. In the analysis of data t
test and Kruskal wallis H- test is used for random samples. At the end of the research it is found that pre-
service teachers' general self-esteem beliefs don't changes according to age, sex, class and department
variables.
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
