Bu arastirmanin amaci Diizce Universitesi Hazirlik Birimi’'nde 6grenim géren 6grencilerin yabanci dil 68renme
stratejilerini  belirlemektir. Calisma evrenini ingilizce Hazirlik Birimi'nde 6grenim géren &grenciler
olusturmaktadir. Anketin uygulandigi giin okulda olan Al seviyesinde secgisiz se¢cim yontemiyle secilmis
toplamda 60 olmak lizere U¢ hazirlik sinifi 6grencileri anketi cevaplamistir. Arastirmada veri toplamak amaciyla
Oxford (1990) tarafindan gelistirilen ve Cesur ve Fer (2007) tarafindan Tirkge’'ye cevrilerek gecerlik-glvenirlik
calismasi yapilan Dil Ogrenme Stratejileri Envanteri kullanilmistir. Uygulama sonucunda elde edilen veriler
frekans, ylizde ve aritmetik ortalama ile ¢6ziimlenmistir. Verilerin ¢6ziimlenmesinde SPSS 16 paket programi
kullanilmistir. Arastirmada elde edilen sonuglara gére; Hazirlik Birimi 6grencileri lst dizeyde dil 6grenme
stratejisi kullanmaktadir.

LANGUAGE LEARNING STRATEGY PREFERENCES
OF UNIVERSITY PREPARATORY CLASS STUDENTS

Abstract

The purpose of this research is to determine the language learning strategies of the students who study at
Diizce University Department of Foreign Languages. The population of this research consists of 60 randomly
selected students from three different prepatory classes whose levels were Al. To collect data in this research,
Language Learning Strategies Inventory, which was developed by Oxford (1990) and translated and tested for
validity and reliability by Cesur and Fer (2007) was used. At the end of the research, the data to identify
language learning strategies were determined by frequency, percentage and average SPSS 16 packet program
was used to analyze the data. According to the results obtained from this research, the students use high level
language learning strategies according to the result of the inventory.
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
